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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that first incidence was in 1972, when the patient was in Camp Buckner in West Point.  The patient tells me there was an explosion.  The explosion cost shockwave and injured his head.  The patient tells me that he was not able to tell me any details because he does not remember what happened after that.  The second episode was in 1974, the patient was in the parachuting landing exercise.  The patient tells me that it went wrong.  He landed on his head on to the ground.  There was a full force pulling on to him from the riser.  It was pulling on the wrong direction.  He hurt his head.  The patient tells me that he had immediate headaches.  The patient has confusion, disorientation, and lightheadedness immediately.  The third episode was when he was in the Army, boxing in 1976.  The patient was working as an Army boxer.  He got knocked out.  It was watched by 400 people.  He was a golden glove champion at Fort Sill Oklahoma.  It was in 1976.  The patient was confused and disoriented when he woke up.  His eyes were shut.  He got black and blue eyes.  The patient also tells me that he was in a motor vehicle accident in August 1978.  The patient tells me that it was severe accident.  He hit his head.  He has confusion and disorientation after that.

The patient currently has significant cognitive deficit.  He tells me that he has brain fog.  He has poor memory.  He also had cognitive impairment diagnosed by the UCSF.  The patient has significant forgetfulness.  The patient has constant headaches.  The patient has lot of sleepiness, anxiety, and depression.  The patient has short term and long term memory deficit.  The patient feels fatigue.  The patient feels tired all the time.

The patient is currently not working.  The patient is retired.
MoCA examination is 25/30.
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
