SIZEMORE, SHIRLEY
Ms. Sizemore is an 83-year-old woman with history of vascular dementia, currently on hospice.

The patient since the last certification has been more confused with memory loss, profound weakness, severe muscle wasting, protein-calorie malnutrition, she is sleeping 18 to 20 hours a day. She has a KPS score of 40%. She lives with her daughter who is her primary caregiver. She is now total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. She eats very little. She used to be able to tolerate soft diet, but no more. She is having issues with tolerating any type of diet along with decreased appetite and choking and aspiration. She has to be fed very slowly. Her demise continues to be progressive, hence remains hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live given her changes. The patient recently also required treatment with steroids and antifungal for her very stubborn rash that would not respond to treatment, but is doing better now. She was treated for comfort measures only *__________* renal insufficiency as the cause of *__________* as well, expected to live less than six months, remains hospice appropriate.
