Dear Mr. Flegel:

This is a followup for Mrs. Frick who has chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and small kidneys.  Last visit a year ago July.  All extensive review of system is negative.  Does not require visit to the emergency room or hospital.  She takes prescription Lipitor, Singulair, otherwise supplements.  Has gained weight from 145 to 162.  Blood pressure here in the 120s/70s, takes no blood pressure medicine.  She is alert and oriented x3.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no abnormalities, no ascites, no masses, no edema, no neurological deficit, no skin or joint issues.

Labs:  Chemistries from few days ago July.  Mild anemia 13.2.  Normal white blood cell and platelets, elevated eosinophils mild probably from her underlying allergies.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Creatinine at 1.0 for a GFR better than 60.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Blood pressure normal without medications.
2. Present kidney function normal, does have small kidneys.  No symptoms.  No chemistries abnormalities.  Anemia is very mild.  We will update urine sample for protein to creatinine ratio.  I do not believe we need to see her in a regular basis, we will go standby.  All questions answered.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
