Dear Tracy Kuban:
I had the pleasure of seeing Monserrate Matos today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in her care. As you know, she is 58-year-old right-handed Hispanic woman whose legs are hurting. Legs are numb and weak. Hands are okay. No back pain. She was seen by podiatrist. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes mellitus, schizoaffective affective disorder, depression, and moderate intellectual disability.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy and bilateral salpingo-oophorectomy for cervical cancer.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Abilify 30 mg daily, aspirin 81 mg daily, Debrox, glimepiride, guaifenesin, hydrocortisone cream, hydroxyzine 50 mg daily, ibuprofen, trazodone 50 mg daily, Tylenol, and vitamin A and D.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke cigarettes. She does not drink alcohol. She lives in a group home with liberty. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Unable to obtain.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 140/80, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Motor system examination strength 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory system examination revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet. Gait ataxic. Romberg test positive.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 58-year-old right-handed Hispanic woman whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Peripheral neuropathy.

2. Gait ataxia.

3. Mild mental retardation.

4. Intellectual disability.

5. Depression.

At this time, I would like to order the EMG of the lower extremities. I would like to see her back in my office when all these tests will be done. Please order B12, folate, and TSH if not checked before.
