The patient indicated that he was in the emergency room on 06/07/23. He was seen for back pain, abdominal pain and states he has a history of diverticulitis and his abdominal pain was similar. In the ER he stated he was treated with IV fluids, pain mediation, antiemetic and antibiotics. He indicated also that he has extensive workup includes CBC, CMP, and CT scan of abdomen. His labs were unremarkable. CT scan showed diverticulosis without diverticulitis. He states he was discharged home and advised to followup. He states he came in here to review his lab results because they want to discuss with him in the ER and to see what his cholesterol is.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: 

O2 saturation 95%at room air

Blood pressure 138/81.

Pulse 83

Respirations 18

Temperature 98.0.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. 

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Diverticulosis.

2. Back pain.

3. Screening for colonoscopy.

4. Screening for cholesterol.

The patient’s documentation from the emergency room was reviewed with him. We talked about his labs namely CBC, CMP, and urinalysis. These labs were unremarkable.

The patient and I had discussion about labs namely cholesterol. He is advised the cholesterol is really done in the emergency room. So we are going to go ahead and do it today. He also request to be screened for thyroid and his testosterone. Bloods were drawn for TSH, T3, T4, vitamin D, cholesterol and PSA. 

The patient is also requested medication refill for ProAir and Advair Diskus.

The patient was given a consultation to see the GI specialist for colonoscopy.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
