HISTORY: This is a 4-year-old child here for a followup. On second day followup after she was seen and diagnosed with sinusitis, bronchitis and febrile illness in the emergency room and comes for injection to complete her care today. It is her last shot of Rocephin. Father indicated that the child is still coughing and is requesting something for cough. She states the child is eating and drinking well. Activities have improved. Denies vomiting. Denies diarrhea.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure 106/70.

Pulse 69.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.6.
HEENT: Throat: Mildly injected. Uvula midline and mobile.

RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. The patient coughs with deep inspiration. 
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
The patient has moist mucus membranes.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Cough.

2. Sinusitis, improving.

3. Bronchitis, improving.

4. Febrile illness (resolved).

PLAN: The patient received injection of Rocephin 250 mg IM. She was observed in the clinic for an additional 15/20 minutes and then reevaluated. She has no reaction to the medication that is comfortable on my discharge. 

She was given prescription for Bromfed 2/10/30/5 mL one teaspoon twice daily for 14 days #140 mL, no refills and encouraged to increase fluids, to come back to clinic if worse.
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
