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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 72-year-old white female that is followed in the clinic because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB going into stage IV. The patient has a nephrotic syndrome that is related to focal segmental glomerulosclerosis that was proved by biopsy and it is thought to be related to the chronic infection that she had in the right lower extremity where she had a compartment syndrome. Interestingly, the patient’s proteinuria had decreased, the serum creatinine has decreased. The protein-to-creatinine ratio in the latest examination that was done on 07/24/2023, is consistent with 1.8 g/g of creatinine compared to 4 g that were determined in first part of the year 2023. The patient has serum creatinine that has gone up to 198 with an estimated GFR that is around 26 mL/min. The total protein is 7.6 and the albumin is 2.9 and has remained 2.9. The patient has elevation of the AST and ALT in March 2023. At the present time, those values are normal in the chemistry. The patient is intended to be treated with the administration Acthar and that request has been made. If the patient is not approved for Acthar, we will consider the administration of cyclosporine.

2. The patient has severe osteoarthritis in the right hip and in the right knee. The patient is being evaluated by the orthopedic doctor, Dr. Alvarez and they are considering the hip replacement. We have to keep in mind that this is the hip where the patient has had the compartment syndrome. Whether or not the patient is a carrier of MRSA is unknown and we have to investigate that possibility when the surgery comes up.

3. The patient has a blood pressure that is under control.

4. We are going to reevaluate the case in a couple of months. We are going to refer the patient to the pain manager given the fact that this patient is in a lot of pain that has not responded to the administration of Tylenol No.3. Reevaluation in two months.
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
