CC: Fall followup.
HPI: A 92-year-old with end-stage vascular dementia, COPD and CHF was using an electric scooter for his stay here as he is nonambulatory and non-weightbearing. He had a fall outside falling into a flower bed, unable to move himself until someone saw him and staff then went out to retrieve him. The patient has had previous falls that requiring full transfer assist to get himself up and does not seem to adhere to any cautions about going outside by himself.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage vascular dementia, behavioral issues in the form of agitation and resistance as well as not adhering to information given by staff regarding his scooter use and leaving the building. HTN, Afib, CHF, COPD and dysphagia with silent aspiration, hypothyroid and very HOH.
ALLERGIES: CARDIZEM and AMIODARONE.
MEDICATIONS: Plavix q.d., Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., Proscar q.d., Lasix 40 mg q.a.m. and 20 mg at 2 p.m., Norco 5/325 mg t.i.d., DuoNeb b.i.d., levothyroxine 175 mcg q.d., lisinopril 2.5 mg two tabs q.d., MagOx one tab on Tuesday and Thursday, Toprol 25 mg one half tab q.d., Mucinex b.i.d., MVI q.d., omeprazole 20 mg q.d., KCl 20 mEq b.i.d., Flomax q.d., and Tylenol 650 mg q.6h. p.r.n.

DIET: NCS.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient in recliner watching television.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 148/77, pulse 64, temperature 97.7, respiration rate 17, and weight 215.6 pounds.

CARDIAC: He has an irregular rhythm with a soft SCM. No rub or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Hypoactive bowel sounds. No distention or tenderness.

RESPIRATORY: Anterolateral lung fields examined, some wheezing on the right middle area and he had some upper airway gurgling congestion, which did not seem to make him feel uncomfortable.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has trace distal pretibial edema. Non-weightbearing, decreased upper extremity strength.
NEURO: He is very hard of hearing. I said his name, he did not make eye contact until I was in front of him, but he has no response. Did not resist exam.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Fall followup. No injury. His electric scooter taken and is in a manual wheelchair that he does not propel so now staff have to transport him.
2. Total care assist. The patient would most likely be served in a unit better equipped for him in this facility that would be Memory Care and he does have dementia, but he has been maintained here.
