HPI: An 86-year-old with advanced Alzheimer’s disease who spends her time in her room no longer coming out for meals they are brought to her she was on the couch watching news, which is how she spends her day but cooperative to being seen. She denied any pain or discomfort. She states she sleeps well. Her appetite she states is fine. In looking at her, it does appear that she has lost some weight.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease, BPSD of aggression treated with seroquel, DM II, HTN, hypothyroid, urinary incontinence, HLD, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/27 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Petite female lying on couch, appear comfortable, and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/62, pulse 77, temperature 97.7, respirations 17, and weight 130.2 pounds, which is loss of 6.8 pounds.

NEURO: Orientation x1-2. She just speaks a few words at a time can convey her need appears to understand very basic information likes to be left alone.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalize decrease muscle mass and motor strength. She remains ambulatory without assist and no falls.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur, rub, or gallop.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. UA followup was done because there was a short period of some behavioral issues, however it is negative for UTI.

2. DM II. She has had some hypoglycemic episodes on Lantus 15 units q.d. and last A1c on 5/22 it was 6.5. Metformin was already discontinued and now we will decrease Lantus to 10 units q.d. and will do followup in a couple of weeks.
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
