CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 91-year-old with B cell chronic lymphocytic leukemia, he has received chemotherapy, did not attain remission. The patient tells me that he has an appointment in September with Dr. Hollen who is his oncologist. He is in good spirits and we reviewed his labs.
DIAGNOSES: B cell chronic lymphocytic leukemia, HTN, HLD, nocturia, HOH with bilateral cochlear implants.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/27.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert and interactive gentlemen who understands and is able to give information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/94, pulse 64, temperature 98.6, respirations 18, and weight 180 pounds, which is a weight gain of 5.8 pounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal respiratory effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently, is steady and upright and no falls. No lower extremity edema. He has good muscle mass and motor strength.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Chronic B cell lymphoma. CBC reflects this diagnosis. WBC count is 24.5 with an H&H of 11.7 and 35.1, platelet count of 88 and absolute lymphocytes 18,837. In reviewing these, the patient comments that this is an improvement compared to what it has been in the past. He will follow up with Dr. Hollen in about three weeks and he has no discomfort or shortness of breath.
2. Renal insufficiency. BUN and creatinine are 35 and 1.72, do not have comparison labs. The patient states that his creatinine is decreased from what has been previously.

3. Hypoproteinemia T protein is WNL at 6.6, albumin is low at 3.3 and I told him that drinking protein drink even just three times a week would be of benefit. He will buy them when he makes his next grocery outing as he and his wife still go out to shop.

4. Hyperlipidemia. The patient is on Lipitor 10 mg q.d. and his T cholesterol is 65, HDL and LDL are 39 and 16, these values are very low indicating that he does not need to be on a statin or at least could go with the break so I am discontinuing his Lipitor and it is actually 20 mg q.d.
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
