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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that she was in Saudi Arabia in 2020.  The patient was in Saudi Arabia.  There was this large refrigerator door.  She opened the large refrigerator door.  Suddenly the wind blow on to the door.  Then she got hit on to the right side of the head.  The door immediately hit her head.  She was suddenly blacked out.  She tells me that she did not consciousness but she saw everything was black.  She stumbled.  She fell to the ground.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient was confused disoriented.  The patient wanted a medical clinic.
Since the incident, the patient has chronic daily headache.  Headache is constant every single day.  She has dizziness.  She has memory problems.  Her memory is very poor.  She has fatigue.  She feels fussy throughout the day.
The patient is currently working for Stanford Health Care in administrative role.  The patient works for the Education Department.  The patient tells me that she needs to call in sick a lot because of her headaches.  The headaches are affecting her to work.  The patient is not able to concentrate.  The patient has difficulty to focus.  The patient feels dizzy at work.  The patient has memory loss.  The  patient needs to keep writing things down.  The patient feels fatigue.  The patient has a poor memory.  These symptoms are affecting her to work effectively.  She is not able to work successfully.

MoCA examination score is 22/30.  The patient missed one on attention.  The patient messed one abstraction.  The patient missed all 5 on delay recall.  The patient missed one on orientation.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 2020, the patient was in Saudi Arabia.  The door that is approximately 500 pounds plus refrigerator door, was blown by the wind, and hit her head.  Hit her in the right side of the head.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had vision blackout from this.  Since the incident, the patient has severe daily headache.  She felt dizziness all the time.  The patient is got poor memory.  The patient feels fatigue and fussy.  The patient has difficulty to work because of the problem.  On examination, the patient had a very poor memory.  A five-minute short-term recall is 0/5.  As a matter of fact, MoCA examination score is 22/30.  It is my opinion that she has declined daily headaches, dizziness, memory, fatigue, and feeling poor memory, these all signs and symptoms are for traumatic brain injury.
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
