HOLLOWAY, FRANCES
This is a 99-year-old woman on hospice with history of heart failure. The patient’s comorbidities includes atrial fibrillation, which causes the patient with heart failure to lose someway between 5-10% of the cardiac outlet. This leaves the patient air hunger, short of breath, and dyspneic. She lives with her daughter Jordon who also suffers from stage IV ovarian cancer and receiving chemotherapy.
Ms. Holloway has had increased weakness, decreased weight 4.5 pounds, difficulty with ambulation and swelling in her legs. Her weakness is worsened by the recurrent UTIs and she is no longer able to walk by herself. 
She has a KPS score of 40%, to require special care and assistance. She is totally ADL dependent now, which is worse than previous certification. She requires nursing care and aids to get bath on regular basis. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She requires position changing every two hours to reduce the pressure on the bony areas. She has decreased appetite. She weighs 120 pounds with a weight loss that I mentioned. Overall, she has lost over 25 pounds since admission to hospice. She remains weak and is hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live and hence we can certify the patient for hospice at this time.
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
