ARNOLD, BOBBY
Bobby is a 78-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of Alzheimer's disease. Comorbidities include atherosclerotic heart disease, angina, shortness of breath, chest pain, history of diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, and hypertension. The patient also has had a history of myocardial infarction and appears to be short of breath and having chronic chest pain. The patient’s dementia which is Lewy body type has caused the patient to have agitation, auditory and visual hallucination which is a hallmark of Lewy body dementia and also has confusion, disorientation which cause the patient to wander. The patient lives with his sister Donna who is her primary caregiver, but he is no longer able to recognize. His sister has a KPS score of 40%. The patient is disabled and requires special care and assistance. He is totally dependent 6/6 ADL dependency requires bathing three times a week by the nursing assistant from hospice company. He is no longer able to ambulate where he was in the past and requires changing position every two hours to reduce pressure on the bony areas of his body. He has difficulty swallowing. He can only handle pureed diet. Even with pureed diet, he has chronic aspiration. He has lost weight due to his decreased appetite, severe weakness, remains in pain. He is only able to sleep in a chair as it is more comfortable than a bed because of shortness of breath and is expected to die within the next six months hence remains hospice appropriate.
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
