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1. AV, 20-year-old with stomatitis diagnosed with dental carries, given Pen-VK and Peridex. The patient was happy with the care received.

2. AM, 13-month-old baby with cough, URI, temperature of 104, and heart rate 156, treated with Amoxil. Mother was happy with the care and the child is doing better. No urinalysis was obtained. The patient was treated empirically with antibiotics.

3. JD, 42-year-old woman with diarrhea, weakness, and vomiting. The patient was given Zofran MS, morphine sulfate 2 mg, Flagyl, Bentyl, and Protonix. White count 11000. CT showed colitis. Sent home with Bentyl and Flagyl. I love Dr. A the patient stated. I am doing better.

4. BR, 23-year-old lady with right knee pain. The patient has swelling in the back of the knees. She had a DVT study done which was negative. Given Norco x1. She felt like the Dr. A was rude because she told her to take Tylenol and she is pregnant. When the patient said Tylenol causes autism, Dr. A disagreed with her whatever.

5. RM, 35-year-old male with cough, congestion, nausea, and vomiting. Given IV fluids. Cardiac workup negative. Total CPK negative. Magnesium slightly down. Urine specific gravity 1030. Given IV fluids. Sent home with magnesium. The patient was very happy with the care received.

6. ZG, 15-year-old with dog bite. Police was called. Tylenol No. 3 was given. Treated with Rocephin and bacitracin. X-ray of the hand forearm negative. She did a partial closure as it is thought to allow infection to escape. Treated with Motrin and Augmentin which is appropriate. No one answered the phone.

7. JA, 41-year-old woman with multiple yellow jacket stings. Treated with benadryl and dexamethasone. Sent home with Medrol Dosepak. Liked the doctor very much, but has not taken the medications. So, she is still having some swelling issues.

8. SH, 30-year-old female presents with possible fractured hand, but left before triage. She did not answer the phone. 
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9. FL, 51-year-old with abdominal pain, was treated with Toradol, potassium which was 2.9, sodium 130, white count 6000, CT negative, given one dose of KCl 40 mEq, sent home with Protonix and after CT was negative again. She was very happy with the care received. Consider admission for potassium IV fluids and recheck both sodium and potassium and chest x-ray to rule out small cell carcinoma which can sometimes present with hyponatremia.

10. LR, 27-year-old with lower abdominal pain. UDS pregnancy negative. Urinalysis negative. Treated for vaginitis with Diflucan and Flagyl. Already doing better. Happy with the care received.

11. UL, 36-year-old with fever, sweating, chills, and cough. Diagnosed with bronchitis. Swab test negative. Lab work and chest x-ray negative. Treated with Amoxil, doing much better.
12. MH, 56-year-old with history of COVID-19. Just finished the course of Paxlovid. Presents with chest pain. Given morphine, nitroglycerin, Zofran, Toradol and Pepcid. Cardiac workup negative. PE was negative with CT with contrast and pneumonia and none was found. Treated with Flexeril and Naprosyn. Doing much better today. Very happy with the care received.
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
