Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Diminished breath sounds at the bases but no wheezing. No rales.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: Reviewed by me.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Ambulatory dysfunction with deconditioning due to multiple medical problems.

2. CKD.

3. Hypotension requiring midodrine but currently stable.

4. Osteoarthritis.

5. CHF with preserved ejection fraction.

6. Hyperlipidemia.

PLAN: We will continue all her current medications. She also has a known coronary artery disease. Medications reviewed by me. We will continue the current medications. Followup by the physical therapy to increase her mobility and conditioning.
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
