CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of low back pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that low back pain has got worse and sometimes he has difficulty walking and the patient needs assistance at home and he has requested home health nurse.
The patient goes for physical therapy, but he is not able to drive for last one week. He has a history of ankylosing spondylitis.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, diarrhea, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination has difficulty walking and he uses walker and the patient has most pain in the low back and lumbar forward flexion is painful at 45 degrees. The patient does have soft tissue tenderness of the spine and also he has stiffness of the cervical spine and back due to ankylosing spondylitis.
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
