HISTORY: This is a 70 year male presented with a chief complaint of pressure in the eyes.

Since the patient is not able to drive this is a televisit audio only.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has eye pain on and off and had a cataract surgery done, but after that he was told that he has glaucoma and the patient is going to be seen by ophthalmologist and requested a referral. At this time, the patient does not have any visual disturbances; however, heaviness in the eyes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, cough, fever, chills, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
ASSESSMENT: Glaucoma.

PLAN: Referral is sent to the ophthalmologist and the patient is advised to make an appointment as soon as possible.

Medications are reviewed with the patient and he is advised to continue amlodipine 2.5 mg once a day if blood pressure is more than 140/90 and simvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat and low-salt diet. I had a long discussion with the patient and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding. The patient does not have any arrangement for *_________*.
