HEENT: Left TM is quiet red. 
NECK: There is lymphadenopathy noted. Sinus redness noted in the posterior pharynx. No abscess formation.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis media.

5. Amoxil 500 mg twice a day.

6. Ciprodex.

7. If develops headache, nausea, vomiting, photophobia or symptoms of meningitis then she will return.
