Chronic migraine headache disorder.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 54-year-old female, chief complaint of chronic migraine headache disorder.  She has been having migraine since 1984, since she was involved in a concoction.  The patient has tried multiple medications.  The patient has right-sided headache.  The patient has sound sensitivity and light sensitivity.  The patient also has nausea.  The patient has migraine headaches several times per day.  The patient has tried Cafergot, Inderal, Imitrex, and Maxalt, they were not effective.  The patient also tried Ajovy injection and Emgality injection and they were not effective. She has severe constipation.  The patient also tried Botox injection before with Dr. Sachdeva, that was effective to help decrease the number of migraine headaches.
IMPRESSION

Chronic migraine headache disorder.  The patient has migraine headache since 1984, since she had concussion.  The patient tried multiple medications and they were not effective, including Cafergot, Imdur, Imitrex, Topamax, Maxalt and amitriptyline, they were not effective for her headaches.  The patient also tried Ajovy injection and Emgality injection, they have caused severe constipation and also not effective.  The patient has migraine headaches several times per day.  She tried Botox injections with Dr. Sachdeva and that was effective to decrease the number migraine headaches to three days a month.  I would like to try her on Botox injection again.

RECOMMENDATION
1. Explained the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. We will start the patient on Nurtec 75 mg one p.o. q.d. as needed for migraine headaches.
3. I will try also to get authorization for Botox injection, for migraine headache disorder.

4. Explained the patient the side effects from these medication.
