SUBJECTIVE: No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills. She has ambulatory dysfunction, but no nausea and no vomiting. The patient was recently treated for pneumonia. She tolerated the antibiotics well. She has chest x-ray showing suboptimal congestion. We did 2D echo. Echo has good ejection fraction, but it shows a diastolic dysfunction grade I. At present, no headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills. No vomiting.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness. 
Pulmonary: No cough. 

Cardiac: No chest pain. No palpitation.

GI: No vomiting. No diarrhea.

Musculoskeletal: Trace edema, but there is no calf tenderness.

Neuro: No syncope.

Endocrine: No polyuria. No polydipsia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
The patient is awake and alert.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/70. Pulse 68. Temperature 97.0°F. Respirations 20. Pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD. 
Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi at the bases. 

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: No calf tenderness.

Neuro: Awake, alert, and oriented x3. 

LABS: Reviewed. Chest x-ray reviewed. Calcitonin not elevated. WBC count 12.4, hemoglobin 11.9, hematocrit 40.5, sodium 143, potassium 5.3, chloride 106, CO2 29, glucose 129, and creatinine 1.1.
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ASSESSMENT: 
1. The patient has known COPD.
2. Recent pneumonia, treated.

3. Obesity.

4. DJD with ambulatory dysfunction.

5. Hypertension.

PLAN OF CARE: We will repeat her chest x-ray and labs. Potassium is slightly elevated. I will repeat BMP tomorrow. In the meantime, I will give her one dose of Lokelma today. The patient agreed. We will continue all her current medications. I will follow labs CBC and CMP. Care plan discussed with nursing staff. *__________* and the patient started on diuretics. She responded well and clinically there is no evidence of pneumonia. For COPD, we will continue all her inhalers and current medications.
