HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient comes in today for followup of his pressure. He needs a new medication. He has been taking amlodipine 12.5 mg even though it is controlling his blood pressure. A. The insurance company does not want to pay for it. B. He has to deal with the wrath of the pharmacy. C. Causing swelling of his lower extremity.

At one time, he was on irbesartan and hydrochlorothiazide. His potassium went up to 6. So they took him off the irbesartan. He has never been on hydrochlorothiazide. I explained to him that he probably needs a combination of amlodipine and hydrochlorothiazide and I explained to him that the hydrochlorothiazide most likely was not the culprit of his hyperkalemia. Nevertheless, we are going to recheck his potassium and sodium on the hydrochlorothiazide in about a week since irbesartan contained hydrochlorothiazide that he was taking.

He also has an abscess tooth incisor upper left which is causing facial swelling for that dentist to be looked at.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He also has a history of hypertension, asthma, migraine headaches, anxiety, and depression. 

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has had hernia surgery x2, shoulder and back surgery. 

MEDICATIONS: We are switching his amlodipine to Norvasc 10 mg and hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg.
ALLERGIES: Fish oil. He took some kind of antibiotic may be cefdinir that he can take, but has had Rocephin shots many times in the past.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: He never had his COVID immunization done. 

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is married at this time 12 years. He states he does smoke. He does not drink alcohol, but once a week two beers when he plays pool. He is a carpenter, electrician, and a plumber. As far as smoking is concerned, we talked about smoking. He does not want to quit smoking. He has been smoking for years he tells me.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of old age. Father died of myocardial infarction at age 50. 

MAINTENANCE EXAM: Colonoscopy is needed, but he is not interested in colonoscopy. Once again, colonoscopy is not something he is interested in. 
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As far as the COPD is concerned, he is taking his albuterol on a p.r.n. basis, but he has not been taking it on regular basis at this time. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 196 pounds, has not changed much. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 86. Blood pressure 140/88.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hypertension.
2. New medication list created.

3. Dental caries.

4. He has had Rocephin many times. We are going to give him a 1 g of Rocephin.
5. Amoxil 875 mg b.i.d.

6. He is going to find that exactly what antibiotic he was allergic to. 
7. He just wants to get penicillin. He has had Rocephin shots many times in the office without any problems.
8. He needs to quit smoking especially with family history of heart disease. 
9. Family history of heart disease.
10. Definitely not interested in the colonoscopy he tells me.
11. Dental caries. He will get an appointment with the dentist ASAP.

12. He is going to come back next week for blood work and we are going to make an appointment to do that to check his potassium, testosterone, kidney function, liver function.
13. He knows to come fasting.
14. Findings were discussed with the patient at length before leaving.

ADDENDUM: I did look at his heart because of his father died at age 50. His echocardiogram is within normal limits. He states he went to Cleveland clinic when he was around 45 and he had a full workup done. It was completely within normal limits with no blockage. I also looked at his carotid artery which was also within normal limits. He states he cannot see very good because he has cataracts and the insurance company does not want to pay for this particular surgery. 
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At one time, he used to play pool professionally between 91 and 92 he own over $800000 playing tournaments on TV. 
He is coming back next week for blood work, blood pressure check and potassium check. The patient _________ 45 minutes after his injection to make sure he had no reaction to the medication as he said he had no reaction to the medication.
