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Kimberly Turner continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

Current Medications: Levemir 68-71 units at bedtime, Actos 15 mg daily, lisinopril 10 mg daily, amlodipine 10 mg daily, and Mounjaro 10 mg weekly.

At this time, her blood sugar control is excellent and recent hemoglobin A1c is 5.8%.

General review is unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 134/82, weight 147 pounds, and BMI is 43.6. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes good control, long-term insulin administration, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and morbid obesity.

At this point, I have recommended continuing the current program but followup visit in four months time.
