SUBJECTIVE: No headache. No dizziness. No shortness of breath. She still has a groin wound in the left and being followed closely by the infectious disease and getting her IV antibiotics. She denies any fever or chills. No cough. No congestion. She has small area of wound adhesion.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough. No congestion.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting or diarrhea.

Musculoskeletal: Some pains and aches get relief with pain medication.

Genitourinary: Left groin wound.
Endocrine: No polyuria or polydipsia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/60, pulse 70, temperature 97.6, respiration 18, and pulse ox 96%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. No calf tenderness. Left groin wound with wound adhesion. The patient was evaluated by infectious disease and they recommended at present. Continue IV antibiotic and vascular followup.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: Reviewed.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. MSSA infection of the groin.

2. IV drug abuse.

3. Status post repair and ligation of the pseudoaneurysm of the common femoral artery with reconstruction of the SFA profunda bifurcation.

4. Status post CFA and CFA interpretation graft with SVG status post sartorius flap and status post fasciotomy.

5. Substance abuse history.

6. Hepatitis C.

PLAN: We will continue current IV antibiotic. Monitor her CMP and CBC at local skin care. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff.
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
