SUBJECTIVE: The patient seen today at nursing rehab. He was complaining of some pain in the knee right side and feeling weak when he walks, but no chest pain. No shortness of breath. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient does have a previous history of CVA, history of dementia, H. pylori infection, and continue in the rehab for continuation of his care and supervised care. Otherwise, he is doing well. He also has history of depression.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough. No congestion.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting.

Musculoskeletal: Pain in the right knee.

Genitourinary: No hematuria 

Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, oriented x2 forgetful, and memory is impaired.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 126/68, pulse 74, temperature 97.9, respiration 18, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. Right knee no swelling and no redness.

Neuro: He has minimal weakness on the right, but he is able to ambulate slowly with the cane and feel little weak on the right side.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Right knee is more likely DJD. No evidence of cellulitis. No evidence of redness. Right knee pain.

2. History of CVA.

3. Dementia.

4. History of substance abuse in the past.
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5. History of depression.

6. History of H. pylori treated in the past.

PLAN: We will continue his current medications. We will give Tylenol p.r.n. two tablets every six to eight hours. Discussed with nursing staff. No urgent testing needed at this point.
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
