PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, oriented x3, and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 128/70, pulse 76, temperature 98.0, respiration 18, and pulse ox 98%.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3. There is no focal deficit.
