Mr. Stevenson is a 53-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in his 30s. He also has a history of coronary artery disease status post two myocardial infarction and three strokes. He also has a history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. For his diabetes, he is on Trulicity 1.5 mg once weekly and Januvia 25 mg once daily. He reports symptoms of blurry vision and sometimes mild neuropathy in his feet. The patient did not check his blood sugar very often and we did not have a current hemoglobin A1c.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, my plan is to get a current hemoglobin A1c to establish a baseline. The patient is on Trulicity therapy and Januvia therapy. This is sort of redundant therapy and therefore we will recommend discontinuing the Januvia 25 mg daily since we are stopping the Januvia I will increase the Trulicity to 3 mg once weekly after that I will get a baseline hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel.

2. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, he is on atorvastatin 20 mg daily.

4. For his coronary artery disease, followup with cardiologist. He has a history of two myocardial infarction and three strokes.

5. Followup with primary care provider Dr. __________.
