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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in July 2014.  The patient was in basic military training.  The patient tells me that she tripped, during training exercises.  She fell and hit the right side of the head against a wall walker.  The patient tells me that she hit the right of the head very hard.  She had immediate loss of consciousness.  She was out of consciousness for 30 seconds.  She landed on the ground.  When she woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient had a hematoma in her head.  The patient had nausea.  The patient had fuzzy vision.  The patient was dazed. The patient was evaluated by medical professional.
The patient tells me since the incidence, the patient has severe headache every day.  The patient has migrainous headaches.  The patient has nausea.  The patient has cognitive deficit.  She has difficulty to remember and recall information.  The patient has difficult to concentrate.  The patient has been taking Excedrin Migraine medication, Motrin, naproxen medication, and Tylenol.

She is apparently unemployed.  She tells me that she has difficulty to hold a job.  Because when she has a headache, it is almost impossible to do her work.  The patient is not able to concentrate.  The patient has very severe light sensitivity and sound sensitivity.  The patient has nausea feeling.  She can vomit.  The patient is not able to concentrate.
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
