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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 58-year-old white female that we follow in this office because of the presence of proteinuria. The patient was seen last on 11/18/2021 and, at the present time, the laboratory workup that was done shows that she does not have any leukocytosis, anemia, left shift to the CBC. In the comprehensive metabolic profile, the patient has a serum creatinine that is 1.2 and estimated GFR 50 mL/min and the patient does not have proteinuria. The BUN is 17 and the serum electrolytes are within normal limits.

2. The patient is complaining about difficulty urinating; however, when we look at the urinalysis that was done on 07/26/2023, fails to show activity of the urinary sediment and the urine culture is negative.

3. The patient has history of sick sinus syndrome with a permanent pacemaker that is followed by the cardiologist.

4. The patient is a survivor of a pancreatic cancer that was treated with a Whipple procedure several years ago.

5. The patient had a fracture of the right ankle. She carried a cast for two and half months. She decided to remove the cast couple of days ago. There is swelling and my recommendation is for her to avoid strenuous exercise and hydrotherapy. The patient was given the advice to go for a followup with a doctor in Tampa and she states that she cannot afford to do that.

6. The patient has gastroesophageal reflux disease that is without symptoms and she has peripheral neuropathy that is under control. Since there are no issues with the kidneys, we are going to discharge the patient from the practice, but we are willing to follow her if she decides to come back.
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
