CC: Skin tear.
HPI: A 93-year-old with advanced vascular dementia who remains ambulatory, but a bit unsteady, was in her room, walking without the use of her walker, lost her balance and sustained a large skin tear on her right forearm. There was a lot of bleeding making it look worse than it actually was and, once that was stopped, there was a quarter-sized de-hooded area. The area was cleaned prior to it being dressed and covered. It is at least a quarter-sized area where the skin was pulled back and it was able to be replaced partially to protect underlying skin. There is violet-colored bruising. She does not seem to experience pain as they were cleaning and dressing it, but it will be covered with topical antibiotic than an overlying protectant and gauze wrapped. Reminded the patient to use her walker, it is right where she can see it.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

NEURO: She continued to talk throughout this little experience, was pleased. She states that she was glad that people were coming to see her and then she made other comments that were random and tangential and she was cooperative while they were attending the skin tear.
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
