CC: Reported seizure.

HPI: A 79-year-old with end-stage Alzheimer’s disease, was seen in room. She was lying in bed, but awake and she was fussing with a light throw that she had been covered with and it is not clear what she was trying to do with it that I was able to take it, straighten it out and then put it back over her and she was still for a little bit. The patient remains verbal; however, she speaks infrequently, so today for her to be verbal before we came in and continue was the first time that I have really seen her talk. Staff member reported to the DON earlier today that she was reclined in her Broda chair and had been quiet, looking comfortable and then was noted to be somewhat like pulling forward from the Broda chair and then her body tensed out word and her head turned to aside and she just appeared to be staring off for about 30 seconds. She also had some foaming of the mouth. Afterward, in the postprandial state, the patient kept her eyes closed, fell into a sleep that lasted for about 15 minutes and then she was back to herself. The patient is primarily nonverbal; when she does speak, it is random and nonsensical, unable to give information or respond to questions. In the evening, I spoke to her husband Eddie and he was aware of the reported seizure activity. I told him that I was going to check some labs and treat anything that was abnormal as well as report to him next week. The patient when I spoke with him was relaxed in her Broda chair awake, looking about randomly, she was not speaking and appeared relaxed.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage Alzheimer’s disease, bed to chair bound, HTN, insomnia and history of displaced right intertrochanteric femur fracture.

MEDICATIONS: Melatonin 10 mg h.s. and tramadol 50 mg 6 p.m.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular mechanical soft, she is fed.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female, lying in bed and then later seen in Broda chair. She can fidget; when I saw her earlier, she was fidgeting with the throw on her bed and trying to raise herself up and talking though nonsensical and random to not talking and just looking about randomly.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 106/57, pulse 93, temperature 96.7, respirations 18 and weight 151.4 pounds; we will have that rechecked.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Scaphoid. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. There is no bruising or breakdown noted.

NEURO: Orientation x1. She has word apraxia when she does speak, not able to express needs.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Seizure activity reported x1 by staff. CMP, CBC and magnesium level ordered.
CPT 99350 and direct POA contact 10 minutes.
