CC: Dysphagia and increased sleeping per wife.
HPI: A 73-year-old male with advanced Alzheimer’s disease and aggressive behavioral issues, is having new difficulties swallowing food. He has also got a medication crush order, which has worked, but he has one capsule medication that cannot be crushed, so will discontinue that. Wife states he is sleeping much more during the day as well as the evening she visits and he sees her, but still will close his eyes and nap. We reviewed his medications and the ABH gel may be the culprit causing some sleepiness, but it has also been of benefit, so I told her that it is not beneficial to stop the medication given how it has turned his behavioral issues around. She is in agreement.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced Alzheimer’s disease, BPSD of physical aggression, HTN, allergies and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: ABH gel 2/25/2 mg/mL 0.5 mL b.i.d., Tylenol 650 mg t.i.d., Depakote 200 mg b.i.d., Aricept 10 mg h.s., Proscar q.d., lisinopril 10 mg q.d., Namenda 28 mg q.p.m., Singulair q.d., omeprazole 40 mg q.d., MiraLAX q.d.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE, MORPHINE and LEXAPRO.
DIET: Mechanical soft with minced meat and gravy on the side.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Pill dysphagia. Uroxatral is given for BPH it is in a capsule form and he is unable to swallow it and it cannot be opened up to put into applesauce, etc. So, it is discontinued. The patient is also on Proscar, which has the same indication, so he will still continue to receive treatment for BPH. She shared that he has had esophageal dilation x2 and the last time was one year ago, that may be what is at play with both food and pill dysphagia.
2. Increased sleepiness. The ABH gel would be the primary culprit. As his behavior is more consistent in decreased aggressiveness, we will see down the road whether we can decrease it to 0.25 mL. She is in agreement with whatever is best for him.
