CC: Followup on x-rays.
HPI: An 85-year-old female seen last week. She had earlier that day been hit right in her left shoulder by another resident and then later was complaining of pain and had limited range of motion. Walked into her room and she already had her arm held in a position arm across her abdomen and stated it felt better that way. X-rays were obtained on the same day in the evening and today they were reviewed with her. The patient was seen in room. She has a diagnosis of advanced Alzheimer’s disease, remains verbal, gets around in a manual wheelchair that she very quickly propels around. Today, she told me that she was moving out and was going to go back to cleaning houses that she had started doing it again and had four houses now and then pointed out to her house, i.e. her room and what good care she is taking of it and in fact she has. It was hard to get her to quit talking and let me tell her what her x-rays were. She stated her arm did not hurt any more.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Left arm trauma secondary to the patient hitting her with pain. X-rays done same day show moderate narrowing of the left glenohumeral joint with periarticular spurring and moderate spurring at the left acromioclavicular joint, but no fracture or dislocation. The patient has oxycodone IR 5 mg b.i.d. routine use and has not required additional pain medication.
