CC: Constipation.

HPI: A 60-year-old male wheelchair-bound with right hemiparesis post CVA several years ago. He does get around propelling himself; however, he is seated most of the time. He states that he has had constipation. He stated when I asked he had what he indicated was just barely a bowel movement, but it has been two days now. The patient is on docusate two capsules b.i.d. and PEG powder 17 g q.d. and Senna Plus one tablet b.i.d. The patient states that he takes all of these medications every day. He self administers his medications which at times can be a concern. I told the patient that we would give him 30 cc of MOM followed by a glass of water and then he can wait in the room because it will have some effect if not full effect. He was given the medication and I will follow up with him next week.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Constipation. MOM 30 cc x1 now with the p.r.n. order of MOM 30 cc q.d. p.r.n.
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
