CC: Increased agitation.
HPI: This 83-year-old with Lewy body dementia and bipolar disorder has had increasing agitation. Last week I ordered Ativan 1 mg at 6 p.m. to see if it would temper that agitation. It was ineffective and has been given on several days with the same result. Today I saw the patient in her room, she made eye contact and I just asked her how she was feeling and doing and she states that she was all right and aide then came into the room to help her get ready for bed, but she just sat as we talked and I told the patient that it was reported she was having some increased agitation at night where she would yell out and it would scare the other residents. She stated that I do not do anything like that and she stated I do not know what they are talking about and she started to escalate in her agitation. She did calm herself down quickly and she stated that she just takes things one day at a time.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dementia, clear progression of Lewy body dementia has been slow but evident over the last in particular couple of months and I have witnessed the evening yelling out and increased irritability with anyone around her. I am going to increase the Ativan to 5 mg to see if that is a benefit. She may need an addition of Haldol, but I will wait and see how she responds to the increased Ativan. We will follow up on her next week. If there is significant issue, staff can contact me.
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
