I had the pleasure to see Silva today for initial evaluation for memory loss.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
Chief complaint of memory loss.  Majority of the history is provided by Vicki who is the patient’s DPOA.  The patient has been having memory since December 2022.  Vicki tells me that she is forgetting things.  The family also noticed that she has personality changes.  She has paranoia.  She will forget everything.  Most of the memory loss is short-term memory loss.  Long-term is much better preserved.  She is able to remember long-term memory much better.  The patient has difficulty to go to the garden.  Denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

1. High blood pressure.
2. High cholesterol.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS

1. Simvastatin.
2. Losartan.
3. Calcium fish oil.
ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is widow with three children.  The patient is a caregiver.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY
Brother passed away from heart disease.  The grandmother died from dementia.
IMPRESSION

Short-term memory loss progressive, personality changes that will paranoia, increasing forgetfulness suspect that the patient has Alzheimer’s disease.
RECOMMENDATION
1. Explained the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. Explained to the patient’s DPOA of the above diagnosis.
3. We invited the patient for EEG study, to evaluate for back ground slowing.
4. We will also start the patient on memantine 10 mg one p.o. q.d.
5. I will also obtain brain MRI, to evaluate for structural lesions and stroke.
6. I will followup the patient August 28, 2023.  Explained to them the common side effects from the medication.  Explained to him to call me immediately if he has any side effects from the medication.
