A:
Acute respiratory failure, type II diabetes, hypertension, anxiety, depression, Parkinson’s disease, hyperlipidemia, history of recent stroke, atrial fibrillation, and COPD.
P:
The patient had acute life threatening event for which she was hospitalized and she was in another facility and was transferred here for further rehabilitation.  Significant amount of time more than 50 minutes was spent reviewing the patient’s old medical records including labs, imaging, reviewing plan of care with nursing and rehab team.  Her breathing is improving and hopefully she can come off of oxygen soon.  She is getting stronger with physical therapy.  She is eating okay.  Her heart rate and blood pressure is stable.
