CORDELL, LEWIS
This is a 91-year-old woman with cognitive and physical decline for the past two to three weeks. The patient is not eating. The patient is not total ADL dependent, wears a diaper, is bedbound and is bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient has hypertension, hyperlipidemia, history of dementia and cerebral aneurysm. Her dementia is to the point that she is no longer able to speak. She only moans. She does not recognize anyone and is not oriented to person, place, or time. She suffers from frailty syndrome in geriatrics patient’s which is basically concern for pain. While here the patient has lost about 20 pounds in the past week. She is not eating in a fetal position and is expected to do poorly. The patient is very much hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live. We will review the patient’s medications and recommend streamlining her medication having issues with overdose or side effects of medication. Overall, the patient is hospice appropriate. I do not believe the patient live more than few weeks and hence meets the criteria for hospice under endstage dementia.
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
