This is a 76-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of endometrial cancer stage IV with metastatic disease to the lungs, also history of breast cancer, hypertension, HLD, pulmonary embolus, bilateral nephrectomy, tubes in place since April 2025 with hydronephrosis and recurrent urinary tract infection, nausea, vomiting, tremendous weight loss, not eating, in severe pain, not responding to chemotherapy, has now chosen for hospice placement. The patient was found to be hyponatremic and tachycardic with shortness of breath. The patient is total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. Chemotherapy has been discontinued as of July 2025. She requires antiemetics and pain medications around the clock. Pulmonary mets appeared to have worsened per CT scan. She has severe diarrhea and volume depletion. She has very little time left on this earth. The patient’s PPS is at 30% with significant weight loss and other issues and conditions noted above. Overall prognosis is poor, would like to be kept at home on hospice comfortable, most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of her metastatic endometrial cancer.
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
