This is a 55-year-old man who is on hospice with COPD, cor pulmonale, schizophrenia, anxiety, alcoholic fatty liver, positive HIV, and severe weakness. The patient has a history of tobacco abuse contributing greatly to his end-stage COPD. The patient has lost weight, requires at least 4 liters of oxygen on regular basis, requires nebulizer treatment six to seven times a day. MAC is at 27%. PPS is at 40%. Charles lives with Ms. Matlock, family member who is quite concerned about his condition and realizes that he has only few days to weeks to live. The patient is now sleeping 12 to 16 hours a day, requires pain medication both for pain and severe anxiety related to his air hunger. The patient has been a left leg wound associated with an infection. He has just finished a course of antibiotics previously. With 4 liters of oxygen, the patient’s O2 saturation is barley at 90%. He also has dizziness, edema related to his cor pulmonale and pulmonary hypertension. Because the patient is totally and completely bed bound, he is ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
