This 90-year-old woman was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. She is currently under hospice care for senile degeneration of the brain, not elsewhere classified. Also, she suffers from hypertension, atherosclerotic heart disease, native coronary artery disease, decreased mentation, forgetfulness, weight loss (unavoidable), cognitive impairment with difficulty with mobilization. Other comorbidities include also COPD. Her atherosclerotic heart disease causes her to be short of breath and fatigued at all times. The caregiver tells us that she is now sleeping 12 hours a day, she is quite weak, she is eating much less; only 20-30% of her food and sometimes she does not want to eat at all. The patient’s LMAC also has dropped to 26 cm with FAST of 7C and PPS of 40%. The FAST that declined to 7C is also indicative of her worsening condition, her decreased mentation and any type of ability to walk. This severe functional decline is also consistent with her diagnosis of senile degeneration of the brain. Overall, prognosis remains poor. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
