CC: Followup on new hearing aids.

HPI: A 92-year-old gentleman seen in apartment that he shares with his wife. He was watching the issues that were discussed with her and shakes his head. He tells me that he finds it very frustrating to deal with her. He then points to the hearing aids that he is wearing that they are new. They were provided by Hearts for Hearing at no cost. The patient states that the hearing is much improved and tells me that the volume on his previous hearing aids he had to turn up to 10 which was the max so that he could just hear the basics that were going on around him. Now, he has the volume turned out to 5 which is enough for him to even hear the clock on the wall ticking. He states that he hears everything and he seems very happy and amazed by it. Otherwise, he is doing quite well. He is seen walking around the facility independently at times and other times with the walker. He takes her dogs out for walks as well. He states that he is sleeping good and he has gone from sleeping on the couch to now sleeping comfortably on the bed sharing it with his wife. He states his appetite is good, but he monitors what he eats and he is meticulous about keeping his weight in check. He denies any pain.

DIAGNOSES: Hard of hearing which has been improved with new hearing aids, HLD, HTN, nocturia, and B-cell chronic lymphocytic leukemia stable not in remission.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 07/09/24 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, able to give information and sat quietly and calmly what his wife went first.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/72, pulse 80, temperature 98.2, respirations 18, O2 sat 97%, and weight 173.6 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates with the walker primarily outside of the room in his room. He ambulates independently. No lower extremity edema. He moves arms in a normal range of motion and has had no falls recently.

GU :The patient continues with nocturia. UTI has previously been ruled out.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hard of hearing, new hearing aid, significantly improves that. He is very happy with them. He will follow up as needed with Hearts of Hearing for any adjustments or cleaning of his hearing aids.

2. Nocturia. The patient defers medication which has been offered for OAB and I have reviewed sleep hygiene with him which he states he follows, but nonetheless nocturia.
3. Chronic lymphocytic B-cell leukemia. Last CBC was six months ago and WNL with the exception of WBC count of 37.6. The patient defers further oncology follow up.
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
