CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 60-year-old male seen for initial evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 60-year-old male with a history of hypercholesterolemia. He reports itchiness and crawling in his upper/lower back. This has been present for some time. The patient reports he otherwise is doing well. He has no cardiovascular or respiratory symptoms. He has no other complaints at this time. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Lipoma.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Colonoscopy approximately one year ago.
2. Polypectomy.

MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father with diabetes. 
SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes occasional alcohol use, but denies cigarettes or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Gastrointestinal: He reports heartburn.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable except for occasional joint pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is a pleasant male who is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 134/74, pulse 56, respiratory rate 20, height 69”, and weight 160.5 pounds.

Abdomen: Exam reveals a slight irregularity to the liver contour, cannot rule out right upper quadrant mass, cannot rule out lipoma. 
DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus bradycardia of 43 beats per minute and is otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: Lipomatous mass right upper quadrant with liver abnormality.

PLAN:
1. Ultrasound of the abdomen.

2. Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, PSA, and urinalysis.

3. Stress testing to evaluate for ischemia. No additional interventions at this time.
