HISTORY: This is a 62-year-old female here for a routine followup and exam.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Obesity.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient complained of pain and pressure in her maxillary and frontal sinuses. She reports green discharge from her nose.
She indicated that she has a history in the past of sinusitis and this appears similar. She states this has been going on for approximately two weeks with no response to over-the-counter medication.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no significant distress.
NOSE: Congested with green discharge. Erythematous and edematous turbinates.

FACE: No edema. No erythema.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No rebound. No guarding. No tenderness to palpation. No organomegaly. Normal bowel sounds.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Hypertension.

2. Acute sinusitis.

3. Annual physical examination.

4. Medication refill.

HEALTH MAINTENANCE: The patient was given a consult for mammogram; her last mammogram was over one year ago.

Labs are drawn. Labs include CBC, CMP, lipid profile, A1c, TSH, T3, T4, vitamin D, and cholesterol.

Ultrasound was done to assess the patient’s organ systems status and circulatory system status; study was unremarkable.

The patient’s medications were refilled as follows:

1. Olmesartan/amlodipine/hydrochlorothiazide 40/5/25 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

2. Augmentin 875/125 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days #14.

She was strongly encouraged to increase fluids, to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed and her sinuses are not improving.

She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
