LOPEZ, CARMEN PERALTA
This is a 99-year-old woman who suffers from stage IV renal failure. The patient was recently seen by her nephrologist, Dr. Shirsalkar who has recommended hospice care at home. The patient is not a candidate for dialysis.

She has lost weight. She is not eating. She is confused most of the time. She also suffers from hypothyroidism, hypertension, atrial fibrillation, weakness, anxiety, the patient is itching now because of her renal failure, nauseous; requiring medication for nausea, cachectic, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence and lost about 10 pounds in the past month or two.

She most likely has less than six months to live. The family and the patient obviously do not want any hospitalization and/or hemodialysis. The patient will be kept comfortable at home with the help of hospice aids and hospice nurse. She has a KPS score of 40% and does not have much longer to live, most likely less than six months which makes her hospice appropriate.
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
