RIVERA, FAUSTA
Ms. Rivera is an 85-year-old woman being placed on hospice with severe weakness. She suffers from endstage Alzheimer. She has become quite weak, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. She is very confused now. She is not eating. She has lost weight. She suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition to the point that the family has chosen to place the patient on hospice. Her appetite decreased as I said. She is sleeping now about 20 hours a day. The patient’s other issues include diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, COPD, coronary artery disease, and hypertension. The patient is no longer able to sit, she mostly lies down in bed. She wears a diaper. She also has a history of CVA due to hypertension and hyperlipidemia, which has kept her wheelchair bound. She is short of breath at all times with endstage COPD, currently not on oxygen. She has lots of phlegm production consistent with a “blue bloater.” Blood sugar is fairly well controlled. She has heart failure causing lower extremity edema and severe weakness with a functional quadriplegia. The patient is expected to live less than six months with endstage Alzheimer's disease and is hospice appropriate.
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
