CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 77-year-old male with history of hypertension and diabetes, referred for cardiovascular evaluation.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 77-year-old male with history of hypertension, diabetes and ischemic cardiomyopathy who reports history of cardiac intervention. The patient currently denies symptoms of chest pain, shortness of breath or palpitations.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Diabetes.
2. Hypertension.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

4. Myocardial infarction.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hernia.

MEDICATIONS: Cholecalciferol 25 mcg one tablet daily, Atrovent one inhalation q.6h., aspirin 81 mg one daily, clopidogrel 75 mg one daily, furosemide 20 mg take two tablets once daily, lisinopril 20 mg take one tablet daily, metformin 500 mg take one tablet b.i.d., rosuvastatin 40 mg one tablet h.s., Pulmicort inhale two puffs into lungs twice daily, Xalatan 0.005% place one drop into both eyes once in the evening, levalbuterol tartrate inhale two puffs into the lungs q.4h. as needed for wheezing.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a prior smoker who quit 30 years ago. He has had no alcohol in 30 years. He denies drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Eyes: He has impaired vision and wears glasses.
Ears: He has tinnitus.

Respiratory: He has sputum production.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/71, pulse 59, respiratory rate 16, height 65”, and weight 171.8 pounds.

Exam otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: EKG sinus rhythm of 53 beats per minute. PVCs noted. PACs further noted to be present. Q waves noted in inferior lead, cannot rule out old inferior wall myocardial infarction. Low limb lead voltage noted. Left anterior fascicular block.
