Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi at the bases. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds positive. G-tube is in place and is working.

Extremities: No leg edema.

Neurologic: The patient is awake, forgetful and disoriented. He has expressive aphasia, not answering any questions.

LABS: Reviewed. Sodium 136, potassium 4.6, chloride 103, CO2 26, glucose 82, BUN 25, creatinine 0.7, and calcium 9.5. Those labs were done in June 2023. In the recent lab, the patient has a valproic acid level done and it is 82.8.

ASSESSMENT:
1. The patient had a CVA.

2. Expressive aphasia secondary to stroke.

3. Dysphagia status post PEG placement.

4. History of abdominal wall cellulitis resolved.

5. Hypertension.

6. History of hyperlipidemia.
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PLAN OF CARE: I reviewed the medications. The patient’s current medication will be continued. We will follow up electrolytes. Care plan discussed with nursing staff. No issue reported today.
