CC: Followup on MMSE and family request of letter of capacity.

HPI: An 83-year-old who returned this evening to the facility accompanied by her daughter/POA Carla Buck. They had been out as they had family visiting from Ohio and she had just had a good day with family. Last week, I spoke with daughter who was having difficulty accessing her mother’s finances to pay her bills such as rent for here and personal things; all those are locked into a trust and the patient’s lawyers stated that she was not capable of assigning her daughter as a trustee and to access funds. The MMSE was done last week by the DON and returns at a score of 25/30 and scores between 24 and 30 indicate no cognitive impairment. Given this, the patient has capacity to assign a financial POA who would be her daughter to access finances held in the family trust to pay the patient’s bills and money that she would need for personal things. A letter will be dictated and mailed to the listed address for Carla Buck and they were both thankful for the information.
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
