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ENDOSCOPY REPORT

INDICATIONS FOR PROCEDURE: GERD, constipation, and colon cancer screening.

ANESTHESIA: Sedation was given with MAC anesthesia, given by the nursing anesthetist under supervision of the anesthesiologist.

The patient was monitored during the procedure with blood pressure, pulse oximetry, and electrocardiogram done periodically.

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: EGD with biopsy and colonoscopy with hot snare polypectomy.

INSTRUMENT: Olympus video EGD scope and colonoscope.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was signed and obtained from the patient, the patient was placed in the left lateral decubitus position. After adequate sedation was achieved, the scope was placed in the oral cavity, past the hypopharynx, through esophagus, through the EG junction to the pylorus, the bulb of the duodenum, and second and third portions of the duodenum. Examined portion of the duodenum appeared to show mild to moderate duodenitis. Biopsies of small intestine were done to rule out celiac sprue and enteritis. The scope was brought to the antrum. The pylorus looked normal. No evidence of pyloric channel ulcer or pyloric stenosis. The antrum had mild to moderate gastritis. Biopsies were taken to rule out Helicobacter pylori. Retroflexion was done at the incisura. 
The upper body of the fundus and the cardia with diffuse gastritis with thickening of the fold raising suspicion if the patient may have portal hypertensive gastropathy grade II/grade III in nature. No gastric varices were noted. Multiple biopsies were taken from the antrum. Biopsies were taken from the body of the stomach to rule out neoplastic versus inflammatory changes. The scope was straightened and brought back to the EG junction, normal Z-line. Air was suctioned. Coming out, I did not see *___72____*. The scope was removed. The procedure was terminated and the patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.

The patient was turned around. KY jelly applied to the rectum. Colonoscope was placed into the rectum, rectosigmoid, descending colon, splenic flexure, transverse colon, hepatic flexure, and to the base of cecum, documented with pictures. Coming out, I saw diverticulosis mostly in the right side than the rest of the colon. Adequate prep. Polyps noted at the hepatic flexure removed with hot snare polypectomy. Polyp at the splenic flexure removed with hot snare polypectomy. Rectosigmoid polyps x2. They both were removed with hot snare polypectomy. There were four polyps one each at hepatic flexure, splenic flexure and the rectum with two polyps. They were all semi-pedunculated polyps, removed with hot snare polypectomy successfully. No post-polypectomy bleeding. Scope was brought to the rectum. Retroflexion at the rectum revealed internal hemorrhoids. No bleeding was seen. The scope was straightened. Air was suctioned. I did not see external hemorrhoids. The scope was removed. The procedure was terminated and the patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.
FINDINGS:
1. Grossly normal esophagus, normal Z-line. No evidence of any esophageal varices.
2. No evidence of any gastric varices.

3. Portal hypertensive gastropathy grade II/grade III in nature noted in the stomach raising a suspicion if the patient may have portal hypertension, may have cirrhosis.

4. Thickening of the fold of the gastric body. Biopsies were taken to rule out neoplastic versus inflammatory changes.

5. Mild to moderate antral gastritis. Biopsies were taken to rule out Helicobacter pylori.
6. Mild to moderate duodenitis. Biopsies were taken.

7. Colonoscopy up to cecum.

8. Adequate prep.

9. Hepatic flexure polyp x1 removed with hot snare polypectomy successfully.

10. Splenic flexure polyp x1 removed with hot snare polypectomy successfully. 

11. Rectosigmoid polyp x2 removed with hot snare polypectomy successfully. No post-polypectomy bleeding.

12. Diverticulosis mostly right side than rest of the colon.

13. Internal hemorrhoids.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Await for the stomach biopsy especially the body of stomach. Even if it comes out negative for any neoplastic or atypical cells, recommend the patient to have upper endoscopic ultrasound for further evaluation to rule out any submucosal neoplastic atypical changes like linitis plastica risk factor.

2. Await for the stomach biopsy. If it comes back positive for Helicobacter pylori, we will treat with triple therapy.
3. Recommend the patient to have portal hypertensive gastropathy workup including ultrasound of the liver with a Doppler ultrasound of the hepatic vein and the portal vein circulation to rule out any hepatic vein thrombosis, to rule out portal vein thrombosis. Ultrasound elastogram of the liver to rule out fibrosis of liver and hepatology workup including liver function studies and other hepatology workup.

4. CBC, prothrombin time and INR.

5. Await for the small bowel biopsy.

6. Await for the colon polyp pathology. If the colon polyp pathology comes out benign, repeat colonoscopy in three years.

7. Continue with proton pump inhibitor/H2 blocker and follow up with Dr. Pothamsetty.
8. Follow up in one to two weeks.
The patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.
