The patient presents with history of fever three days ago and now with pruritic rash on lower extremities and abdomen without distress. The patient has a history of being aphasic, possible autistic although appears to be of normal intelligence with limited speech.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Noted to be rash present to trunk and lower extremities which seems as erythematous type rash without bullae or papular eruption.

IMPRESSION: Questionable probable viral exanthem, questionable allergic rash.
PLAN: The patient was treated with observation, discussion with mother with advice to follow up with pediatrician if the rash is not clearing over the next day or two, discussed possibility of fifth disease and other viral causes of rash, no evidence of bacterial type infections, will need to follow up as discussed.
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
